Sebastian Münster and The Lord’s Prayer in Latvian 
The oldest surviving printed text in Latvian can be found in Cosmography publications of Sebastian Münster. Although it was first published in 1544, the Lord’s Prayer in Latvian appeared in Cosmography for the first time in 1550 and was repeated in later German publications and translations to Latin, French and Italian languages up until 1628 (32 editions in total). 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Even though the prayer encountered in all of the publications is the same, usually the recordings of it has something different. Almost with each new publication since the very first one there are more and more text discrepancies. This presentation will focus on the typology of Latvian prayer’s writing errors and changes to the prayer that shows interesting results and tells us something about Münster’s Cosmography itself.
