But how can academic writ-
ers use these tools effectively, given the complexity of the knowledge we produce, our
niche audiences, and the high ethical standards of academic writing? And, critically,
what are these technologies’ limitations?

This workshop will cover the basics of how these tools work, what they can and can-
not do, and will address best practices for employing them in academic work. Addi-
tionally, you will gain practical knowledge by

e critically examining texts generated by an AI chatbot,

e trying out a few Al-powered tools,

e discussing their application in your own writing process.

Special attention will be given to best practices for using AI-powered tools to support
non-native writers of English.
